Get Ready 1...2...3:  Children Kindergarten through 3rd grade.  Presentation designed for children K-3 to learn about disaster through workbook activities and presenter interaction.  Designed in 3 part segments, which can be taught separately or together.  Available at no charge.

Your Family Disaster Plan:  All Ages
    Presentation to provide information on how individuals can prevent, prepare for and cope with emergencies.  Information includes how to develop a family disaster plan, a disaster supply kit and an emergency checklist.  Available at no charge.  

Emergency Communications - family emergencies are verified and communicated to military personnel through a network of Red Crosses throughout the world in  collaboration with the United States military.  There is no charge for services.  

International Tracing Services - through a network of the Red Cross/Red Crescent   Societies throughout the world, the Keystone Chapter helps local residents make contact with their loved ones abroad from whom they have been separated due to military contact or other strife.  Process can be of long duration.  There is no charge for services.

International Humanitarian Law - an education program geared to assist our community understand the global parameters of the ability of the Red Cross to  assist in relief and protection under the Geneva Conventions in other countries.  There is no charge for services.  

Health and Safety Training - public programs to help businesses, organizations and individuals of all ages learn how to prevent, prepare for and respond to specific emergency situations.  How to appropriately respond in an emergency situation.

Programs include:

Whales Tales:  Children ages 5-12.  (1 hour) Safety lessons following pool rules:  what to do when things go wrong; and ways to rescue a swimmer in trouble.

Water Safety Training:  Children all ages.  Learn to swim lessons from Levels 1 through 6; program targeted by age and interest; Red Cross swim lessons offered through local area pools.

Compression only CPR:  1 hour training to instruct on the proper technique when responding to an emergency situation and do not want to perform mouth to mouth resuscitation.  Charge $10.00 per person

Adult, Infant and Child CPR with Adult/AED and/or Child/AED:  various programs for ages 11 and older for all skill levels, which helps the participants to learn how to appropriately act when someone becomes ill, injured, stops breathing or experiences other life threatening emergencies.  Charge for course varies/type

CPR Instructor:  3 day session that will train candidate to teach CPR/First Aid training candidate must attend all three sessions.  Charge $125 per person.

Pediatric First Aid:  approved vendor for Excels program to instruct participants to work in daycare setting.  3 year certificate issued and recognized by PA Step Stars Program.  Charge Fee depends on class type scheduled, contact chapter.

COSTS: 

The Red Cross Provides blood products and related services to hospitals to meet the patient need on a cost-recovery basis.  A processing fee to recover Red Cross costs to recruit donors, collect, test, type, process and distribute blood is charged to hospitals, which add their administrative costs and pass both cost-recovery amounts to patients.  These fees are generally covered by health insurance.
SERVICES PROVIDED: 
Local residents and patients are among those served through American Red Cross Blood Services, Greater Alleghenies Region.  The Greater Alleghenies Region directly serves hospitals, patients and donors in a 100-county area in Kentucky, Maryland, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Virginia and West Virginia, and also supports blood needs experienced by patients elsewhere in hospitals served through Red Cross Blood Services.  In addition to its Johnstown, Pa, headquarters, the region maintains service locations in Beaver, Pa., Huntington, W.Va., Morgantown, W. Va., Parkersburg, W. Va., and Winchester, Va.

The Greater Alleghenies Region collects, prepares and distributes blood products, including red blood cells, single donor platelets (apheresis), cryoprecipitate and other plasma products.

The Greater Alleghenies Region also provides its nearly 100 customers several blood-related services, including a Reference Laboratory, Rare Donor Registry, and autologous and directed donations.

The Greater Alleghenies Region must collect at least 1,000 units of blood on average each weekday to meet patient need; the need is constant, 356 days a year.  Every two seconds, someone in the United States needs a blood transfusion.
Individuals who are 17 years of age (16 with parental permission in some states, including Pennsylvania), meet weight and height requirements (110 pounds or more, depending on their height) and are in generally good health may be eligible to donate blood. Please bring your Red Cross blood donor card or other form of positive ID when you come to donate.  Those with specific donor eligibility questions should contact the Red Cross Nursing/Collections Office as noted above.

Home Delivered Meals:  Hot meals are delivered Monday through Friday to those older persons who are no longer able to prepare meals and who have no one to assist them with meal preparation or shopping.  These meals meet the 1/3 USDA RDA requirements.  Special diet instructions are sought from the client’s physician when appropriate.
Congregate Meals:  Provide meals to eligible persons at Senior Centers and participants of adult day care sites.  These meals meet the 1/3 USDA RDA requirements.  Diet counseling and nutrition counseling is available at the Senior Center.
Senior Centers:  All senior centers offer group-focused activities.  These activities are designed to respond to the social, intellectual, cultural, economic, emotional, and physical needs and interests of the elderly.  Activities are designed to overcome barriers of isolation, promote self-growth, and assist the senior citizen to attain maximum performance within the community.
Volunteer Services:  Opportunities exist to any senior to volunteer his or her services to assist seniors age 60 and over.
Outreach:  This program initiates contacts to seek out and identify hard to reach or socially isolated individuals who are frail, elderly, and are in need of services.
Information and Referral:  Provides direct information about the Area Agency on Aging and community services that serve the population of people age 60 and over.
Care Management:  Program that provides a comprehensive need assessment and arrangement, coordination, and follow-up on each aging client.
Protective Services:
Casework intervention in a situation where neglect, abuse, or exploitation is suspected or where it is believed that the person may be a threat to his or her own safety or the safety of others.  During normal business hours referrals can be made by calling the Aging office.  In emergency cases when the Agency is not available for business, referrals can be made by calling CRISIS intervention at (814) 535-8531 or 1-800-331-0911.
Personal Care:  Personal care tasks are handled by trained home-health aides.  Services include bathing, dressing/undressing, feeding, toileting, grooming, transfer, ambulating, and in some cases, assistance with medications.
Home Support:  Services provide for the performance of labor intensive skilled or unskilled maintenance, cleaning tasks, routine household chores, and/or shopping.
Home Chore:
 Provides small house repairs and installs safety rails and wheelchair ramps for eligible consumers age 60 and older.  This service is a cost sharing program and available only when it relates to a health and safety issue.
Adult Day Care:  Provides a program of protection and activities within a state-licensed, non-residential facility to adults who are not capable of full-time independent living.  Emphasis is placed on the participant’s health, socialization, and activities of daily living, as well as respite for family members.
Placement Services:  Provides for the placement and ongoing oversight of eligible adults in Domiciliary Care and other residential facilities for which the Area Agency on Aging has full responsibility and authority for placement of clients.
Ombudsman:
 An Aging caseworker is trained in helping to assure that residents of long-term care facilities receive the level of care and life to which they are entitled within the facility.  Includes the investigation and resolution of complaints made by or for older persons in long-term care facilities.
Attendant Care:  Range of services or activities provided to physically disabled adults.  The services delivered focus on personal care needs but may include other in-home services including meal preparation, light housekeeping, laundry, caregiver relief, personal contact, and socialization.
Home Security Program:  Provides installation of minor home security equipment (dead bolt locks, peepholes, light timers, and smoke detectors) in homes of seniors in high crime areas or those who have been the victim of crime.
Options:  Provides mandatory in-person comprehensive assessment of those individuals 18 years of age and over who are seeking medical assistance payment for nursing home care.  The assessment is also available on a voluntary basis to anyone considering nursing home care.
PDA Waiver Program:  Intensive in-home services are provided to individuals who are assessed to be nursing home eligible but who prefer to remain at home.  This may include such services as personal care, home health, home support, attendant care, and day care.
OBRA:  Provides mandatory in-person comprehensive assessment of mentally ill or mentally retarded individuals or those disabled by such conditions as cerebral palsy and muscular dystrophy who are seeking placement in a nursing home.
Family Caregiver:  Provides assistance to caregiver, which will reduce the level of stress and burden on the caregiver.  With approval, caregivers may purchase care received supplies, personal care services, respite care, etc.  The program may purchase needed equipment and use monies for the completion of minor renovations to the homes that are necessary for the provision of care.
Health Promotion:  Provides disease prevention and health promotion services.
Health Insurance Counseling:
Provides counseling on benefits available to older Pennsylvanians through various health insurance programs including Medicare.
Transportation:  Activities through which eligible persons are enabled to travel to community facilities which provide services and activities of a social, recreational, or nutritional nature or otherwise provide independent living.  Transportation is provided in the rural areas of Cambria County.
PEER (Pennsylvania’s Empowered Expert Residents):  To train resident advocates to work from inside the nursing homes with facilities, staff, and residents to enhance quality of care and quality of life for their “Peers.”

ability to pay.  Many clients receive services at no cost.
SERVICES PROVIDED:
The agency is responsible for the management of public drug and alcohol treatment funds.  Clients access this funding through the completion of a drug and alcohol assessment with an agency case manager.  Through the assessment, an appropriate level of treatment is identified through the use of standardized assessment tools.  Available treatment levels include detoxification, residential, partial, hospitalization, intensive outpatient, and outpatient treatment.  Referrals to counseling sessions to assist individuals coping with the addiction of a loved one are also available. Referrals are subsequently made to agencies contracted to provide each level of treatment based on client income and insurance coverage.  Clients’ transition among the available levels of treatment as needed throughout the treatment experience.

Supportive case management services, called intensive case management and resource coordination, are extended to clients to address service needs beyond the treatment component.  Examples of such service needs include medical care, transportation, housing, education, employment, mental health care, etc.  Service plans are developed with the client to identify the action steps to be taken to address each service need.  Emphasis is placed on linking the client with available community resources.
CURRENT PROGRAMS:
School-based assessment of students in needs of drug and alcohol education or treatment is available through the Student Assistance Program (SAP).  The agency maintains agreements to provide this service with all county public school districts, the two secondary vocational-technical schools, and the Diocese of Altoona-Johnstown.  This service is initiated by contacting the student’s school.

Prevention and education services are also offered through contractual agreements with local agencies.  Emphasis is placed on healthy decision making and strengthening those in at-risk situations through pro-active and supportive community-based strategies.
