AOOD RRAIN MTIGATION HEFORTS

During the course of site data preparation, sewgrales relative to the flood plain
issue were brought forth. Although the propledstes within the 100 Year Flood
Plain, it must be pointed out that the mostl9@ZeRlood has been characterized
by hydraulic technicians as being a, quote, etffezdk well in excess of 500 year
proportions. The 1976 Flood Insurance Study desigtie entire downtown as
being out of the 100 year flood plain, and cdofitieel river channels.

A publication by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers states that tlod $8&7 &lo

This $45 million 10-mile
improvement project will further enhance floodcpoot The Army Corps estimates
that over $800 million in flood damage was pikvaEnte the construction of the
Flood Control Project.

Additional protection is afforded by early wamungoring systems, including the
recently installed USGS state-of-the-art rain ggugeiding round-the-clock
monitoring and a disaster response telecommunigasigstem. Cooperative
agreements are being requested from our nearbpaN&@uard and Marine Corps
Reserve Centers at the Johnstown Airport tthead®esd Cross and other strategic
providers in the event of an emergency.
